Report 

NSS unit of Hutatma Rajguru Mahavidyalaya and Sub-Divisional Officer of Khed, Tehsil 

Office Khed jointly organized a "Voter Registration and Linking Aadhaar to Voter ID Card 

Campaign" on 25th Nov. 2022.  The event commenced at 10:00 AM with the gathering of 

students, faculty members, and special guests. The program schedule included several 

informative sessions and speeches to educate the participants about the significance of voting 

and the process of linking Aadhaar to the voter ID card. Mr. D. P. Mali, the Deputy Tehsildar 

of Khed emphasized the fundamental rights of every citizen to exercise their vote and 

highlighted the role of youth in shaping the future of the nation through active participation in 

the electoral process. The campaign was inaugurated by Online and Offline Form 

Submission. To cater to students who have turned 18 years old, Mr. Mali encouraged them to 

fill out the online voter registration forms. For students who have reached 17 years of age, he 

advised them to submit their offline forms to the college office. The objective was to ensure 

maximum participation and inclusivity among eligible students. Mr. Mali further stressed the 

importance of linking Aadhaar to the voter ID card. He explained the process and benefits of 



this linkage, such as streamlining the electoral database, ensuring transparency and 

preventing duplicate or fraudulent voting. The chief guest for the event Hon. Balasaheb 

Sandbhor, the Senior Coordinator of the Khed Taluka Shikshak Prasarka Mandal. In his 

speech, he underlined the significance of democracy and how every vote contributes to the 

strength of the nation. He encouraged students to actively participate in the electoral process 

and exercise their voting rights responsibly.
